Viola Lessons for Year 4,5 and 6 Pupils

The children in Years 4, 5 and 6 have been having recorder lessons, with Rachel O’Sullivan from Kirklees Music School and funded through the Government’s Wider Opportunities Funding. This encourages all schools to provide children with the opportunity to learn to play an instrument. 

This year, we have decided to change instruments and all of our children in Years 4-6 from September 2011 will have viola lessons with Ralph Barker.
School have borrowed a set of viola’s from Kirklees Music School, so that all children have their own viola during the lessons and also to take home to practice with. Children are allowed to take their violin home under the following terms and conditions: -

1. Parents ensure that the viola is stored in a safe place at home.

2. Parents ensure that the viola is looked after and is not used for any purpose other than as a musical instrument.

3. Parents ensure that their child brings the viola to school every Friday for the lesson in the afternoon.  Failure to return the viola for two consecutive weeks will result in the viola having to be returned to school and kept at school.

4. Parents encourage their child to practice the viola at least twice each week.

5. Parents agree to reimburse school the cost of the viola should it become damaged or lost.

We hope parents and children will remember that the viola’s are on loan from Kirklees Music School and will take great care of them.  We also hope that the children will enjoy learning to play the viola and continue to learn to read music.  Storage space in school is very limited as you will be aware and we would appreciate violins being taken home each week wherever possible.  Parents need to return the attached agreement by Wednesday 20 July if they agree to the above terms and conditions for the care of their child’s viola whilst on loan.
